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MARCH  MEETING  

 

DEMONSTRAT OR: Marvin Payne  
 

DEMONSTRATION:  The CWT Mar demo was presented by Marvin Payne on how to turn a Natural 

edge bowl. He emphasizes finishing the bottom (foot, base) so it’s not evident how the bowl was mounted. 
 

Some other points mentioned are getting the growth ring pattern in the center of the bottom and how to get 

the pith located in the center of the piece. These things are made easier with proper preparation of the bowl 

blank. Using the cup on the live center makes adjusting the blank 

easier to get a symmetrical wing on the live edge bowl. 
 

When cutting the tenon to mount the blank in the chuck, the surfaces touching the jaws must clean and crisp. 
 

As tooling is begun on the side of the blank, the gouge is presented at a 45 degree angle to the wood surface 

in a front to back motion. Small cuts are made with care to avoid piling the bark away from the rim.  
 

As tooling progresses, Marvin uses the cartesian curve to create the bowl shape he wants. Watching the top 

edge as cutting continues is the best way to get the curve right. Riding the bevel from last cut to new cut is 

faster and makes cleaner. 
 

When making the inside cuts to hollow the blank, start by closing the flute to the vertical to start the cut. As 

the cut progresses, rotate the flute to 45 degrees. Work the cuts near the top outer edge first. As the cuts 

become deeper the interior wood can be removed. Removing the wood from the edge first before going 

deeper inside the bowl make it easier to get the desired wall thickness before the walls begin to move. Also 

rubbing the bevel helps locate unevenness on the surface as the cuts progress. After the inside is completed, a 

jam chuck is used to remount the bowl and the live center is used to secure it. The cup of the live center is 

put back in the print of the original mounting. The base is formed with attention given to the bottom where 

the live center is located. With careful tool control the remaining nub is cut free and the bowl is caught by 

hand. The bottom of the base is sanded to remove the last of the nub.
